Kidney Matching

	Afferent arteriole
	What vessel brings in unfiltered, oxygenated blood to nephron.

	Efferent arteriole
	What vessel takes blood away from glomerulus.

	Glomerulus
	Where are particles of mass less than 68,000 filtered.

	Bowman’s Capsule
	Top part of nephron where filtrate passes through.

	First convoluted (proximal) tubule
	80% water, all glucose and amino acids and some minerals (Na+, Cl-) reabsorbed here.

	Loop of Henle
	Counter current multiplier causes reabsorbing here.

	Second convoluted (distal) tubule
	Final reabsorption of K+ ions occurs here.

	Collecting Duct
	ADH causes aquaporins to be produced here to cause more reabsorption of water back into the blood.
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
