Example of situational crime prevention strategy.  Bus terminal in NY.  There was crime in the toilets so the area was redesigned to reduce crime for example by reducing sink sizes so homeless people did not go into there to wash. 


	Chaiken
	
Situation crime prevention does not work as it just moves the problem on.  


	Wilson and Kelling
	
Zero tolerance policing. Maintain and clean up environments.  ‘Broken Windows’ theory. 


	Christie  
	
Victim is a social construct.  Society is more willing to see certain people as victims.  


	
Foucault
	
Looked at surveillance in prisons ‘panopticon’ model when people behaved because they thought they may be being watched in prisons. 


	Miers
	
‘Positive Victimology’ – interested in how some people are more likely to become victims because of their actions or their characteristics. 






	Mawby & Walklate
	
‘Critical victimology’ influenced by Marxism and feminism.  Oppressed groups are more likely to become victims eg working class and women.  Described as ‘structural powerlessness’


	
Tombs and Whyte
	
Critical victimologists argue that those in power may fail to label sufferers a victims and may blame them for their own situation. 


	Garland
	
Zero tolerance has not reduced crime, it has just increased incarceration. 


	S.Cohen
	
Rational choice theory - much crime is opportunistic, and if you reduce the opportunities to commit crime, you reduce the crime rate.
