Outremer Timeline (1099 – 1149)

Situation in 1099
Bohemund had already captured Antioch and Baldwin was Count of Edessa. They were unlikely to unite under Godfrey of Bouillon’s banner. Godfrey remained in Jerusalem to consolidate his control. Raymond of Toulouse was campaigning along the Jordan Valley. Tancred was besieging Nablus.

Chronology
· 1099 – In August, Godfrey summons Raymond and Tancred, who all combine to defeat a Fatimid relief force at the Battle of Ascalon.
· 1100 – Tancred becomes Prince of Galilee
· 1100 – In July, Godfrey dies.
· 1100 – Battle of Melitene, Bohemund captured by the Danishmend Turks. Tancred becomes regent of Antioch.
· 1100 – Baldwin I of Edessa moves south to become King of Jerusalem on Christmas Day. His cousin, Baldwin becomes Baldwin II of Edessa.
· 1101 – In May, Baldwin I of Jerusalem captures Caesarea with help of the Genoese fleet, becoming part of the Kingdom of Jerusalem.
· 1101 – In September, Baldwin I of Jerusalem wins First Battle of Ramla against the Fatimids.
· 1101 – New crusaders from Europe defeated in Asia Minor.
· 1102 – Raymond of Toulouse claims the title of Count of Tripoli (although it was still in Muslim hands).
· 1102 – In May, the Fatimids defeat Baldwin’s army at the Second Battle of Ramla. Baldwin escaped unscathed. Stephen of Blois killed.
· 1103 – Baldwin I of Jerusalem attempts siege of Acre but fails due to assistance from the Fatimid fleet.
· 1103 – Baldwin I of Jerusalem pays ransom to have Bohemund freed (preferring him to Tancred)
· 1104 – In May, Baldwin II of Edessa calls Bohemund of Antioch and Tancred to assist in his siege of Harran. They are heavily defeated by Seljuks at the Battle of Harran. Baldwin II is captured. Tancred rules as regent of Edessa.
· 1104 – In May, Baldwin I of Jerusalem captures Acre, helped by the Genoese fleet.
· 1105 – In August, Baldwin I of Jerusalem defeats the Fatimids at the Third Battle of Ramla, despite the Fatimids receiving assistance from Seljuks to Baldwin’s rear.
· Death of Raymond of Toulouse, William Jordan becomes ruler of County of Tripoli (it’s still not captured!)
· 1106  -Bohemund I tours France hoping to gain support for a crusade against the Byzantines.
· 1107-1108 – Bohemund I invades Byzantine Empire but is defeated by Alexius and Venetian allies. He is forced to sign the Treaty of Devol, which made him a vassal of Alexius. Bohemund leaves for Italy to gather reinforcements, leaving Tancred as regent.
· 1108 – Around this time Baldwin II of Edessa is freed by Seljuks. Tancred is forced out of Edessa unwillingly.
· 1109 – Capture of Tripoli under combined forces of Baldwin I of Jerusalem, Baldwin II of Edessa, Tancred (as regent of Antioch), William Jordan and Betrand, son of Raymond of Toulouse. William Jordan dies in the siege, Betrand becomes Count of Tripoli.
· 1110 – In July, Baldwin I of Jerusalem captures Beirut. 
· 1110 – In December, Baldwin I of Jerusalem captures Sidon with help of Sigurd I of Norway and Ordelafo, Duke of Venice.
· 1111 – Death of Bohemund I, Bohemund II is still an infant so Tancred continues his regency.
· 1111 – Tancred, regent of Antioch is assisted by Baldwin I of Jerusalem, Baldwin II of Edessa and Betrand, Count of Tripoli in besieging Shaizar.
· 1111 – Baldwin I of Jerusalem fails to capture Tyre.
· 1112 – Death of Tancred. Roger of Salerno becomes regent of Antioch.
· 1112 – Death of Betrand of Tripoli. Pons becomes Count of Tripoli.
· 1118 – Baldwin I of Jerusalem dies on campaign in Egypt. Baldwin II of Edessa becomes Baldwin II of Jerusalem. Joscelin I becomes Count of Edessa.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]1118 – Roger of Antioch captures Azaz from the Seljuk Turks of Aleppo.
· 1119 – In June, Roger of Salerno’s army is slaughtered at the Battle of the Field of Blood by Ilghazi of Mardin, Turkish ruler of Aleppo. Baldwin II of Jerusalem and Pons of Tripoli stop Turkish invasion of Antioch at Battle of Hab.
· 1119 – Foundation of Knights Templar.
· 1119 – Death of Roger of Salerno, regent of Antioch. Baldwin II of Jerusalem takes over as regent.
· 1120 – Council of Nablus in Jerusalem.
· 1123 – Baldwin II of Jerusalem captured by Belek Ghazi, Turkish leader.
· 1123 – Fatimids fail in invasion of Jerusalem at Battle of Yibneh.
· 1124 – Baldwin’s freedom ransomed. He captures Tyre with the help of the Venetian fleet.
· 1125 – In June, Baldwin II of Jerusalem and Jocelin I of Edessa combine to defeat Seljuks at the Battle of Azaz and defend Azaz.
· 1126 – Bohemund II of Antioch begins his reign.
· 1126 – Baldwin II of Jerusalem makes a failed attempt to capture Damascus.
· 1127 – Bohemund II of Antioch captures Capharda.
· 1127 – 1130 – Ongoing dispute and skirmishes between Bohemund II and Joscelin I of Edessa.
· 1129 – In May, Fulk of Anjou arrives to marry Melisende, heiress of Jerusalem.
· 1130 – Death of Bohemund II of Antioch.
· 1131 – Death of Baldwin II of Jerusalem. Fulk takes the throne.
· 1131 – Failed siege of Aleppo by Joscelin I of Edessa.
· 1131 – Death of Joscelin I of Edessa. Joscelin II begins his rule.
· 1132 – Pons of Tripoli defeated by Fulk of Jerusalem at the Battle of Rugia.
· 1134 – Hugh of Jaffa rebels against Fulk of Jerusalem. Fulk captures the city and exiles Hugh.
· 1136 – In April, Raymond of Poitiers arrives in Antioch and marries Constance of Antioch, whilst assuming control of the Principality.
· 1137 – Turks from Damascus capture and execute Pons of Tripoli. Raymond II takes over.
· 1137 – Raymond II of Tripoli is assisted by Fulk of Jerusalem in defending Baarin against an attack by Zengi, Turkish ruler of Aleppo and Mosul. Zengi defeats them and captures Raymond. Zengi trades Raymond for hand over of Barrin.
· 1137 – 1138 – John II Comnenus threatens Antioch and forces Raymond of Antioch to hand it over to him once they carve out a new territory for Raymond in the east. The expedition fails.
· 1138 – Unsuccessful siege of Shaizar by John II Comnenus, Raymond of Antioch and Joscelin II of Edessa.
· 1142 – Raymond II of Tripoli gives the Knights Hospitaller the castle of Krak des Chevaliers.
· 1142 – 1143 – John II Comnenus attacks Antioch again but is unable to take the city itself.
· 1143 – Death of Fulk of Jerusalem. Baldwin III begins his reign.
· 1144 – Joscelin II allies with Turkish leader Kara Arslan against Zengi. But Zengi outmaneuvers them and captures Edessa whilst it is undefended.
· 1144 – 1145 – Manuel I Comnenus forces Raymond of Antioch to come to Constantinople and acknowledge Byzantine overlordship.
· 1145 – Crusade appeal by Pope Eugenius III.
· 1146 – Bernard of Clairvaux preaches the Second Crusade in France and Germany.
· 1146 – Death of Zengi, succeeded by son Nur ad-Din. Damascus and Jerusalem make an alliance of mutual protection against him.
· 1146 – In October, Joscelin II recaptures Edessa but can only hold it for a month.
· 1147 – Fresh crusaders from northern Europe set out.
· 1149 – In June, the Turks of Syria kill Raymond of Antioch at the Battle of Inab and seize the eastern part of Antioch’s territory.
