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The arrival of Daibert of Pisa brought about two different, but connected, conflicts. One was over the secular control of Jerusalem. Godfrey’s supporters wanted the kingdom to pass to his brother, Baldwin, after his death. Daibert aimed to bring in his ally, Bohemund, or, failing that, his cousin Tancred. The other struggle was between the Church and State, a struggle that mirrored the work of the reforming popes back in Europe. In particular, Daibert was determined to keep land and revenue in the hands of the Church without State interference.
