The Seigneuries of Jerusalem
John of Ibelin, writing in the 13th Century described the four main barons of the kingdom of Jerusalem, although this is probably an artificial division. In actual fact, some land was held by the Jerusalem monarchy directly (royal land), lesser nobles, holding areas known as seigneuries, were vassals of these four barons and others were independent of them.
These four barons ruled over the following:
· County of Jaffa
· Principality of Galilee
· Lordship of Sidon
· Lordship of Oultrejourdain
