The deadly star of Minerva knows us well. So do the rocks of Euboea and Caphereus, the cape of vengeance. From that campaign we have been washed up on many shores. Menelaus, son of Atreus, is in exile in distant Egypt at the pillars of Proteus. Ulixes has seen the Cyclopes on Etna; shall I speak of the kingdom of Neoptolemus of Epirus? Of the new home of Idomeneus in Calabria? Of Locrians living on the shores of Libya? Even the leader of the great Achivi from Mycenae was struck down by the hand of an evil queen the moment he stepped over his own threshold! The adulterous lover had been waiting for Asia to fall. To think that the envious gods forbade me to return to the altars of my fathers or to see the wife I longed for and my beautiful land of Calydon. Even now I am pursued by hideous portents. My lost comrades have taken to the sky on wings. They have become birds and haunt the rivers – so cruelly have my people been punished – weeping till the rocks ring with the sound of their voices.Most traditions have the followers of Diomedes transformed into birds after his death. Ovid claims they were friendly to Greeks and hostile to Italian sailors

Appendix – Roman Funerals and BurialsPreparing the Body
The treatment of the dead was extremely important to the Romans. The consequences of not receiving the proper rituals were drastic. For example, in Virgil’s Aeneid, Aeneas cannot enter the Underworld until he buries Misenus, a Trojan, whose body he finds washed up on the shore after he drowned. It was understood that without the correct burial rites, Misenus would not have been able to be carried across the Styx by Charon.

The Romans tried to catch the last breath of a dying person with a kiss. Next everyone present would call out the deceased’s name (if they died alone then this could be done in a ceremony later). The body had to be washed and anointed with perfume, before being dressed in their finest clothes. A coin was placed in the dead person’s mouth to pay Charon for ferrying them across the Styx. Wealthy families left the body in their atrium (main room) for eight days to allow their relatives to pay 
their respects. Women were 
important at this time as they 
were expected to mourn the 
dead while beating their chest.
			This coin was especially made to serve as Charon’s payment
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The funerary procession took the body from the house of the deceased to the place of burial and was itself an important ritual. It took place eight days after death. The procession was accompanied by flute and horn players. The whole family walked in the procession, along with slaves and freedmen. They wore funerary masks of other dead ancestors (Manes), made by placing wax on their face when they died. This gave the appearance of the dead ancestors accompanying the procession. 

Wealthy families might also pay for professional mourners to come along too and an actor to mimic the deceased as they were in life. A eulogy was delivered: a speech praising the virtues of the deceased. Finally a sacrifice would take place, providing the meat for a feast shared by those present. The portion for the deceased was burnt on their pyre along with their body.
